Take I-75 South to Exit 314. Keep right at exit and        
follow FL-48W for 1/2 mile. Turn left onto CR 616 and 
go 1/2 mile to stop sign. Turn right onto CR 476W,  
then go 3.5 miles to Bushnell Station on your right. 

                       From Tampa Area: 
Take I-75 North to Exit 309. Keep right at 
exit and follow 673 & 476B for 3-1/2 miles to 
stop sign. Turn left on 476W, and Bushnell 
Station will be on your right.
